 These accessories would be an external microphone (clip-on) with a wind screen, and then a splitter
(L/R spliter) and then a magnetic pickup.

My second, third, fourth and fifth favorite addition is a tiny keychain infrared camera and a little infra-red
flashlight.   Those two things will take you a long way towards collecting data.    I have several of them,
and for relatively cheap you can record video in total darkness from several angles.
